Lesson:  How Things Have Changed

Standards, Grades Pre-K-3

VSC 5.0 Content Standard:  History


A1.  Examine differences between past and present time


A2.  Compare people and objects of today and long ago

Objective:  The students will identify specific ways in which the lives of people in Laurel have changed over the years after having both toured the museum and explored the advertisement exhibit.

Warm-up:  

Students will look at and compare several artifacts and their present day counterparts.  

Procedure:

1. Students will go on a scavenger hunt around the museum, noting how some of the things they are discovering are both different and the same as the same things today (i.e. clothing, toys, places to have fun, places to shop, places to eat).
2. When the scavenger hunt is complete, the students will come together and describe what they found.  They will fill in a chart or a Venn diagram showing the similarities and differences.

Activity/Assessment:
The students will draw a picture of themselves doing something “in olden times” paired with a picture of themselves doing the same activity today.

The complexity of this lesson can be increased by having the students make comparisons based on dates (i.e. clothing in the 1950’s vs. 1900 vs. 1860).
